Numbers are Flexible

Numbers can be broken apart in many different ways. In 4 x 6, you can

break the six apart several ways to think differently about the problem.

You could think of 6 as 3 and 3, so you multiply 4 x 3 + 4 x 3. You could

also think of 6 as 5 and 1, so you multiply 4 x 5 + 4 x 1.
